The chair called the meeting to order at 8:32 AM. The clerk called roll.  There being a quorum 

present, the following business was transacted:  

 

The chair laid out HB 78 and recognized the Senate sponsor, Senator Eltife, to explain the bill.

The chair moved that the public testimony be closed; without objection, it was so ordered.  

 

The chair laid out HB 3121 and recognized the Senate sponsor, Senator Deuell, to explain the 

bill.

Senator Hegar moved that HB 213 do not pass but that CSHB 213 be reported back to the Senate 

Committee on Finance with the recommendation that it do pass and be printed. The motion 

carried with a record vote of 4 ayes, 0 nays, 0 present not voting, and 1 absent.   

 

The chair laid out as a matter of pending business HB 294 by Senator Rodriguez. 

 

Senator Lucio moved that HB 294 be reported favorably to the Senate Committee on Finance 

with the recommendation that it do pass and be printed. The motion carried with a record vote of 

4 ayes, 0 nays, 0 present not voting, and 1 absent.   

 

The chair laid out as a matter of pending business HB 826 by Senator Eltife.

Senator Hegar moved that HB 1287 be reported favorably to the Senate Committee on Finance 

with the recommendation that it do pass and be printed. The motion carried with a record vote of 

4 ayes, 0 nays, 0 present not voting, and 1 absent.

The motion carried with a record vote of 

5 ayes, 0 nays, 0 present not voting, and 0 absent.

Senator Hegar moved that HB 1487 be reported favorably to the Senate Committee on Finance 

with the recommendation that it do pass and be printed. The motion carried with a record vote of 

5 ayes, 0 nays, 0 present not voting, and 0 absent.

Senator Hegar moved that HB 2451 be reported favorably to the Senate Committee on Finance 

with the recommendation that it do pass and be printed. The motion carried with a record vote of 

5 ayes, 0 nays, 0 present not voting, and 0 absent. 

 

Senator Hegar laid out HB 2684 by Senator Hinojosa. 

 

Senator Hegar moved that HB 2684 be reported favorably to the Senate Committee on Finance 

with the recommendation that it do pass and be printed. The motion carried with a record vote of 

5 ayes, 0 nays, 0 present not voting, and 0 absent. 

 

Senator Hegar laid out HB 3121 by Senator Deuell. 

 

Senator Hegar moved that HB 3121 be reported favorably to the Senate Committee on Finance 

with the recommendation that it do pass and be printed. The motion carried with a record vote of 

5 ayes, 0 nays, 0 present not voting, and 0 absent. 

 

Senator Hegar laid out HB 3169 by Senator Lucio. 

 

Senator Hegar moved that HB 3169 be reported favorably to the Senate Committee on Finance 

with the recommendation that it do pass and be printed. The motion carried with a record vote of 

5 ayes, 0 nays, 0 present not voting, and 0 absent. 

 

Senator Hegar laid out HJR 133 by Senator Deuell. 

 

Senator Hegar moved that HJR 133 be reported favorably to the Senate Committee on Finance 

with the recommendation that it do pass and be printed. The motion carried with a record vote of 

5 ayes, 0 nays, 0 present not voting, and 0 absent. 

 

There was no action taken on HB 3572. 

 

Senator Nelson asked to be shown voting aye on the following bills: HB 78, HB 1487, HB 2451, 

HB 2684, HB 3121, HB 3169 and HJR 133.  There was no objection.

recessed subject to the call of the chair. Without objection, it was so ordered.
