The motion carried with a record vote of 4 ayes, 0
nays, 0 present not voting, and 1 absent. Senator Brian Birdwell sent in a Motion in Writing
asking to be shown AYE on SB 238.

Senator Van de Putte moved that the bill be recommended for placement on the Local &
Uncontested Calendar; without objection, it was so ordered.
