6. Conduct legislative oversight and monitoring of the agencies and programs under the 
committee's jurisdiction and the implementing of relevant legislation passed by the 84th 
Legislature. In conducting this oversight, the committee should:  
a. consider any reforms to state agencies to make them more responsive to Texas taxpayers and 
citizens;  

b. identify issues regarding the agency or its governance that may be appropriate to investigate, 
improve, remedy, or eliminate;  

c. determine whether an agency is operating in a transparent and efficient manner; and  

 
d. identify opportunities to streamline programs and services while maintaining the mission of the 
agency and its programs.
