The Chair made opening remarks. 

 

Testimony was heard on the following interim charges: 

 Spending Limit - Examine options and make recommendations for strengthening 

restrictions on appropriations established in Article VIII, Section 22, of the Texas 

Constitution, including related procedures defined in statute. Consider options for 

ensuring available revenues above spending limit are reserved for tax relief. 
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 Business Personal Property Tax - Study the economic dynamics of the current business 

personal property tax. Consider the economic and fiscal effects of increased exemptions 

to the business personal property tax, versus its elimination. Following such study, make 

recommended changes to law. 

 Monitoring - House Bill 1525, relating to the administration and collection of sales and 

use taxes applicable to sales involving marketplace providers.
