Senator Gutierrez moved that SB 1430 be reported to the Senate with the recommendation that it do 

not pass, but that the committee substitute adopted in lieu thereof do pass and be printed.  
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The chair called for a vote - the motion carried with a record vote of 8 ayes, 0 nays, 0 present not 

voting, and 1 absent.
